saves lives builds futures

Securing a community at risk
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Construction could continue right after MAG’s clearance.

For central provinces in Vietnam,
the community house model is
appealing thanks to its practical
role in providing a common place
for community activities and a safe
shelter for people during the
region’s devastating typhoon
season.

In the village of Mai Xa Thi, Quang Tri
province, the construction of a new
81 square meter community house
commenced in late July 2010. The
construction of the new house was
made possible through the
partnership and assistance of the
development organization Share.
However during the foundation
process workers uncovered UXO,
which led to construction being
suspended because of the hazards.

According to the building contractor
Mr Bui Van Huu, as they were digging
to the depth of 70 centimeters, they
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found many items of UXO in every
single foundation hole. “We didn’t
know what to do other than to try
and dig gently and move them to
one side to avoid our hoes to hit
them,” he explained.

Mr Bui Duc Dung, a construction
worker, said: “I had to dig very slowly
and bring [the UXQ] to the surface
one by one. | felt that | must do this,
as | was assigned to finish my duties
that afternoon.” Eventually, as more
and more UXO were unearthed, the
workers stopped digging and the
construction site turned quiet.

The discovery of the UXO not only
halted the construction progress but
now that they were exposed they
also posed as a dangerous physical
threat. Mr Bui Van Cao is the village
head and remembers keeping a close
watch on the UXO over night.
